Dear President Bush; 

I am sending this letter to you out of frustration. This is Thursday and the conference being organi2ed by 
the six opposition leaden in London and endorsed by the Department of State is scheduled to meet on 
Friday, Saturday, Sunday and Monday (Dec. 13, 14, 15 and 16 2002). As of this afternoon invitations 
have not been received nor have any Assyrian representatives been notified or invited to atttnd the 
conference. The location of the conference was confirmed today. 

We Assyrians bad a successful Conference hosted by the Assyrian Universal Alliance in London 
November 1, 2 and 3, 2002 resulting in unity among 9 organizations and producing a declaration on the 
needs of the Assyrians. With all the uncertainty and delay on this conference it bas caused a break down 
in our internal communication. This confusion has resulted in a loss or confidence in our word and some 
members of our unity team have run oft and acted on thejr own • . 
I am sure that you Mr. President, all the members or tbe State Department, the Department of Defense 
and the Security Council are very concerned about the ability of the six member opposition leadership to 
be able to work together and be productive. 

We would like to restate our position on a future government ot Iraq. With all the various factions and 
in-fighting and unwiJliilgness to have American participation by a number of opposition groups, it is 
imperati.ve that an American mnitary government sjmilar to that which was successfully done in Japan 
by the USA be instituted. Iraqi personnel can then be integrated into the government successfully and 
take over within a limited time. 

We are indeed grateful and appreciative of some of the positive actions taken by you Mr. President and 
the Department of State. I thank God and you President Bush for recognizing the Assyrian Democratic 
Movement as au opposition group and eligible for assistance under the Iraqi Liberation Act. We also 
thank the Department of State for involving.somc of the 62 names we submitted as participants in the 
working groups. We also are thankful to the State Department for insisting on Assyrian and Turkoman 
involvement in the opposition meetings. 
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Please let me restate some of our concerns that we have pre~ously reported with no apparent dumge.

The following declaration by Assyrians was adopted unanimously at a conference held on November 1, 2 
&: 3, 2002 in London, England In attendance at the Conference were the Assyrian political parties, 
organizadons, federations and observer activists. 

The Assyrians of Iraq mcluding Chaldean and Syriac are the indigenous people of Iraq and the remnants 
of the Assyrian Empire. They number over four (4) mill:ion scattered tbroughout the world with two (2) 
million sUJI in tbe hotneland of Iraq. They are the second largest minority after the Kurds and as 
Cbrisdans the second largest religion of Jraq. 

The declatadon adopled was as follows: 

1. That we support the intepfty of Iraq. 
2. That we be assured tbat the Iraq Government will be democratic 81'ld secular. 
3. That we be constitutlonai)J retogaized. (The preseat Iraq constitution reeoguir.es Arabs and 

Kurds only. For Assyriaas to be fii'St class citizens they must me coDStitutloDally recognized 
ill uy constitution which includes recognition of people). 

4. That AssyriaD must receive aD ethnic and religious rights (The terms etlmic minorities or 
reUglous miDorities must be interpreted to have tbe same meaning iD aD languages). 

S. 1bat Assyriaas be recognized and ackDowledged as the indigenous peopJe oflnq. 
6. That a fair AssJriaD population pereentage representation be recognized {Population figures 

or AssyriaDs iD Iraq miiSt bldude all AssyriaDs by whatever uame tbeJ are kDown, be it 
Cbaldeau, Syriac, etc ••• and include those Chat have beeu forced to flee the country these 
m&DJ years) 

7. That Assyrians ID auy Iraq Government when autonomy is declared for auy group or should 
a Federal Government be established iD Iraq then the Assyrians must be provided autoaomy 
or glvea a State accordingly. (See map). 

8. Tbat AssyriaDs uuder uy new government must be able to retain their customs, traditions, 
language and religion. 

9. Tbat AssJrfaas ID1ISt have a part in any coalition government that. is established for Iraq. 
10. That the homes and lands WegaHy takell be retnmed to aD indudlng those at home ancl 

abroad. 
11. That any coll&titutlon ror Iraq must fndude a biD of rights for all dtizens. 

Adopted unanimously this November 2, 2002 London, Englaud.
